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INSTALLATION

1. Connect your Spot Blast Gun to a regulated, dry air supply via the %” BSP connector at
the base of the handle.

2. The pressure required to operate the gun is determined by the grit size and the finish
required e.g. High Pressure + Coarse Grit = Coarse Finish

Low Pressure + Fine Grit = Fine Finish
3. Fillthe metal grit container with the appropriate grade of grit for dry blasting, as required.

NOTE: ALWAYS consult the grit manufacturers recommendations for the correct
grade of grit to be used, and NEVER use wet or damp grif.

4. Fix the grit container to the gun via the bayonet fitting.

OPERATION

1. Ensure the breather hole in the container cap is clear.

2. Place the nozzle against a scrap piece of material, and pull the frigger to discharge
excessive grit in the feed tube. You could cause damage o the workpiece if you
do not carry out this procedure.

3. Hold gun the appropriate distance from the workpiece fo be cleaned, (dependent upon
the type of material and the size of grit being used), and where possible, perpendicular to
the workpiece. Pull the frigger for a few seconds at a time. Check the workpiece frequently.
NOTE: The softer the material the lower the pressure, or the further the gun should be
held from the workpiece.

4. Shake the gun frequently when in use, to prevent a cavity forming in the grit
container, thereby ensuring that the grit will be drawn up correctly.

The finish left by the spot blast operation should be ideal for immediate priming where required.

MAINTENANCE (Numbers in brackets refer to item nos. in parts list)

WARNING
Disconnect the spray gun from the air supply, and relieve any pressure in the gun
and hose, before any disassembly.

This Spoft Blast Gun requires minimum maintenance, and requires no adjustment, as the
Air/Grit mix is factory set. The nozzle is made of hardened steel for long life, but will need
replacing from time to time, as indicated by a decrease in performance.

When not in use, remove the grit container, (3) via ifs bayonet fitting, the nozzle, (4) by
unscrewing the retaining ring, and clean them thoroughly. Wipe all surfaces clean and
dry ensuring that there are no traces of grit or waste material. Store in a dry environment.

Check the air valve on a monthly basis if the gun is used frequently, fo ensure it moves
smoothly and effectively. To do this, remove the circlip (12), securing the trigger pivot pin
(14), then remove the pin (3) and the frigger.

Unscrew and remove the air valve. Ensure the sealing rings are perfectly serviceable. If in
doubt, they should be replaced. Should there be an air leak, suspect the nylon seal on the
valve needle (10).

When satisfied that all parts are serviceable, apply a thin coat of grease to the o-rings and
reassemble.
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
